Location 

Designed by one of the most prolific golf course designers of the early 20th 

century, Thomas Bendelow, the Country Club of Decatur has been regarded 

as one of the finest championship golf courses in the region for more than a 

century. The golf course features tree lined Zoysia fairways and Bentgrass put-

ting greens and measures over 6,600 yards from the championship tees.  The 

golf course is characterized by gorgeous creeks, ponds and rolling terrain, and 

the design puts a premium on club selection and accuracy, while winds off 

Lake Decatur often come into play.

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Golf Outing Fees: 
No Monday Opening Fee / 40 player minimum 
*$75.00 per player (includes carts) for 18 holes 
*Includes guest fee, golf cart fee, use of locker room facilities, range facilities, practice putting green, bag service, 
sponsorship signage placement and removal, pairings, cart assignment tags, score sheets, scoring, tournament re-
sults, and prize presentation 
 

Food and Beverage Fees: 
Guarantee of Club lunch, dinner or both for each player attending. All parties are subject to a 9% Illinois State 
Tax, and 2% City Tax. Member events will be charged an    additional 17% service charge. Non Member events 
will be subject to a 22% service charge. Sales tax must be charged unless the party incurring the charges is a tax 
exempt. Payment must be made by the tax    exempt organization. There will be an automatic 20% gratuity add-
ed for all events. Products from authorized distributor, charities only. Course use only.  
 

Golf Carts: 
Golf carts are mandatory for all outings and are included in the greens fee.  
 

Golf Guarantee: 
Final guarantees must be given to the Banquet and Catering Director within 72 hours prior to the event. All 
groups will be charged a minimum of the guaranteed number of players 
 

Rainouts: 
In the events the golf course must close before the outing begins, the outing will be mutually rescheduled. If play 
is stopped due to inclement weather the following fees will apply: 
 1-9 Holes: $35.00 per player  10-18 Holes: Standard outing fees

Playing Formats: 
All formats must be approved by the Golf Professional. In the interest of speed of play, a scramble format is rec-
ommended 
 

Dress Code: 
CCD maintains a no-denim policy at all times. Appropriate attire for men includes collared shirts, slacks or walk-
ing shorts. Cut-off’s, jeans, or sleeveless shirts are not permitted. Appropriate attire for women includes golf 
shirts, walking shorts or slacks. Halter-tops, cut-off’s or jeans are not permitted. Participants who arrive with inap-
propriate attire will be requested to change or purchase clothing from the Golf shop 
 

Donated Beverages: 
Accepted for charitable events only, from an authorized distributor (Refreshment Services– Pepsi, Skeff Distrib-
uting, Mueller Beer) for course use only. Product list must be faced from distributor to CCD 48 hours prior to 
the event and must accompany the product on delivery. In the event donated product is not accompanied with 
proper documentation from an authorized distributor, the outing must purchase beverages from CCD per the 
rates listed. Any unused product will be returned to tournament, Should the outing require the use of CCD’s 
beverage cart, there will be a $50 fee. 
 

Final Payment: 
Balance of actual charges will be billed within 5 days of the event. A finance charge of 1.5% of the unpaid bal-
ance will be assessed for accounts past due.

Travel South on US 51 toward Decatur 

Turn left onto US 36 (Eldorado) traveling East through town to N. Country Club Road 

Turn left on to N. Country Club Road, travel approximately 1.5 miles 

Turn right into the Country Club of Decatur entrance 

 

From Springfield I-72 E 

Travel east on I-72 toward Decatur 

I-72 will fork just outside of Decatur, I-72 veers left, stay to the right 

Exit to the Left on 133A US 36 E toward Decatur through town to N Country club Road 

Turn left on to N Country Club Road, travel approximately 1.5 miles 

Turn right into the Country Club of Decatur entrance 

 

From Champaign I-72 W 

Travel west on I-72 toward Decatur 

Take Exit 144 for IL-48 toward Oreana/Decatur 

Turn Left on IL-48S Take the 2nd left onto Brush College Road 

Turn Left at E William Street Rd. Turn Right at N. Country Club Rd
